About the Presenters

Norman Cherry isajewelry artist/educator and Director of the Birmingham Institute of Art and Design.
One of the foremost centers for goldsmithing in England, the Birmingham Institute of Art and Design is
working with a broad approach to research, and theoretical and historical studies. The metals programs are
involved with a continuing investigation of textile techniques applied to metals, electroforming, advanced
casting, CAD/CAM, anodizing and surface finishing, and rapid prototyping. All of these have specific
reference to the jewelry and related fields.

Robert Ebendorf, artist and educator, is internationally recognized as aleader in the studio jewelry movement.
Ebendorf is one of the co-founding members of SNAG, has participated in more than 60 national and
international solo and group exhibitions and has been aleader in teaching jewelry and metalsmithing since
1965. Hiswork combines traditional goldsmithing techniques, collage, and uniquely unconventional materials
to create dynamic work that counters cultural preconceptions about jewelry, its form, and the material itis
made of .

SheilaKlein, metal sculptor and architectural artist, worksin awide range of mediaand scale, from enormous
public art commissionsto small conceptual pieces. She has done an extensive number of public art commissions,
including the ornamentation of the Los Angeles Airport control tower and awater feature constructed of cast
bathtubs, sinks, and shower stalls for the Formica Corporation. She is now working on adesign (with leopard
spots!) for the ceiling of the Houston Airport.

June Schwar cz, one of the world’ s foremost enamellists, works with hollowware, electroforming, and
enamels. Now in her mid 80's, Schwarcz is an artist of international stature and has had along and exciting
career in the contemporary craft movement. Over the last four decades she has come to be regarded as the
nation’ s leading enamellist. Her vessels are in museum collections across the United States, including the
Metropolitan Museum of Artin New Y ork.

Frank R. Wilson M.D., author of The Hand, is aneurologist and the medical director of the Peter F. Ostwald
Health Program for Performing Artists and the University of California School of Medicine, San Francisco.
In his book, Dr. Wilson discusses the many aspects of the evolution of the hand, human creativity and how
best to nurture it.

Legend Mary Lee Hu will be giving an extraordinary workshop
that will differ from her past workshops. If you are looking for a
new way to enhance your jewelry and give it a more elegant look,
this workshop is for you.

Mary will have on hand for examination and analysis over 350
chain types, including an assortment of both hand- and machine-
made chains, spanning everything from contemporary to antique
to ethnic varieties. They will be presented in categories of cable,
curb, combination, knit, loop-in-loop, coil, pressed and mesh
(chain mail), with, of course, several which do not fit into any of
these categories. Rather than step-by-step instruction on one or
several specific examples, emphasis will be placed on individual
interest, as participants will choose several chains that pique
their curiosity, then analyze their construction technique. Mary’s
intent is to expand your knowledge of the incredible diversity of
chains, and assist you in finding one or more that will compliment
your own work. It will be helpful for participants to have some
background in and familiarity with jewelry fabrication.

Hu, who hails from a family of engineers and scientists, started
braiding wire after taking a weaving course in graduate school;
this led to her signature double-twining technique. She refined
her aesthetic--which involves a love of ethnic art--in Taiwan during
the early 1970s and by traveling extensively in Asia and southern
Europe. Hu has taught metalsmithing at the University of
Washington since 1980, and she is the Metal Department’s one
professor as well as its chair. Her work is in such prestigious
collections as London's Goldsmith's Hall and the V&A,
Smithsonian's Renwick Gallery, The Art Institute of Chicago, and
Boston's Museum of Fine Arts. Committed to sharing her expertise
and passion as a weaver of metal, she gives lectures and
workshops throughout the country and has been active in

numerous crafts organizations.
